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Intended Use

For the quantitative determination of clinical chemistry parameters in human serum using the Bayer - Technicon RA-1000 analyzer.  For in vitro diagnostic use.

History

Random Access Solution (RAS), a non-reactive fluorocarbon liquid, is used in the Bayer - Technicon RATM systems to eliminate carry-over between samples and reagents.  RAS is immiscible with water.

This Random Access Solution replaces the Bayer -Technicon RA fluid providing a protective barrier between adjoining samples and reagents, thus eliminating the carry-over of reagents and samples.

Reagents

Random Access Solution;  6 x 30ml; non-reactive fluorocarbon liquid.

Precautions

The kit reagents are for in vitro diagnostic use only.  RAS by itself is not expected to cause significant irritation.  Avoid contact with eyes and skin.

Reagent Preparation

The Random Access Solution is provided in a ready to use form.

Reagent Stability and Storage

The RAS is stable at 20°C (room temperature) until the expiration date stated on the label.

Reagent Deterioration

The reagent should be a colorless, clear liquid.  Cloudiness indicates contamination and the reagent should be discarded.

Instructions for Use

The RAS is provided in a ready to use form.  It is recommended that the method outlined by the instrument manufacturers be followed while using the RAS.
